An Important And Urgent Message From Father Hawkins
In this week's bulletin there is a letter from our Most Rev. Bishop Gerald M. Barbarito which is to be read at all
Masses this weekend for your utmost attention and action. I read it to the 4;30 p.m. and 7:00 p.m. congregations
last Sunday. Your response to Congress is needed.
In the Book of Deuteronomy, God tells Moses: “I will raise up for them a prophet like you from among their
kin, and will put my words into his mouth, he shall tell them all that I command him. Whoever will not Iis-
ten to my words which he speaks in my name, I myself will make him answer for it.” New York Cardinal-
designate Timothy Dolan, president of the U.S. Conference of Catholic Bishops, sharply criticized the decision of
the federal government to "order almost every employer and insurer in the country to provide sterilization and
contraceptives, including some abortion-inducing drugs, in their health plans...Never before has the federal gov-
ernment forced individuals and organizations to go out in the marketplace and buy a product that violates their
conscience. This should not happen in a land where free exercise of religion ranks first in the Bill of Rights." The
bishops of our country are speaking strongly and prophetically about the grave nature of the Ruling of the U.S.
Department of Health and Human Services. Act by going to www.usccb.org/conscience, learning more and con-
tacting our representatives. To quote, Cardinal-designate Timothy Dolan, "How about letting our elected leaders
know that we want religious liberty and the right of conscience restored and the administration's mandate re-
scinded? We can't afford to strike out on this one!"
